Policies for the Town of Brimfield Cemetery

The Cemetery Commissioners wish to retain the natural beauty of our Town’s cemetery.  We ask that these simple rules be respected so that all visitors may be comforted by the cemetery’s appearance.

1. The cemetery is for the use of Brimfield residents.  Residents defined as being on the Town of Brimfield Census.  Only residents may purchase a burial plot.
2. Lots cannot be resold or transferred to another party.  Cemetery Commission reserves the right to buy lots back at the original purchase price.
3. Right of burial goes to the lots’ legal deed holder.

4. Above ground monuments will be positioned in the center of the lot.  The superintendent/commissioners shall approve length, size and placement of such monuments.  The following restrictions apply to lots with monuments:

a.) The planting of trees and shrubs is prohibited.

b.) Annual planting of flowers is permitted within 1 foot of the monument. Plantings may not exceed the height of monuments or intrude on adjacent lots.
c.) No planting is permitted near flat, flush to the ground markers.  Six (6) inch potted plants are allowed provided there is no monument.
d.) Veteran flag markers should be centered in front of the monument.  Flags cannot be any larger than 12”x 18”**
e.) Artificial arrangements, balloons, candles, banners and pinwheels are not allowed.

f.) Monuments on quarter lots in section 5A may not exceed 2 feet 6 inches in width.

5. For lots with existing shrubs, maintenance of shrubs is the responsibility of the lot owner or the Cemetery Commission at its discretion.  If shrubs become unsightly, the Cemetery Commission reserves the right to remove them. Fertilizing, mowing, trimming and any other grounds maintenance shall be performed by the cemetery personnel.

6. Glass or metal containers or wire implements are a hazard to workers and visitors and are prohibited.

7. The superintendent is instructed to remove dead plants, and dried up funeral floral arrangements as soon as they are unsightly.  
8. Summer decorations must be removed by October 15th and winter decorations must be removed by April 15th. 

9. Extreme care should be taken when viewing historical monuments and markers.  Any damage should be brought to the attention of the cemetery commission as soon as possible.

10. Parking for school or town events day or night is prohibited.  
All matters pertaining to the Brimfield Cemeteries are left to the discretion of the Cemetery Commission and subject to change.
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
